 FIFTH SUNDAY IN LENT 
     
Dear Parishioners of St. Mark’s, 
 
I hope you are well and managing to keep healthy 
physically and emotionally.  This is a trying time for 
all of us.  Although all public Masses in our diocese 
have been cancelled, priests are still offering Mass 
privately every day for the intentions of our 
parishioners.  This situation may continue for some 
time. 
 
Today [March 24] in order to limit the spread of the 
virus, the Cardinal has asked us to close the Church 
for individual prayer.  So we will not be able to open 
the Church even for private prayer.  This also 
means we will not be able to offer confessions in the 
Church.  He has also asked us to close parish offices 
to the public. 
 
Our bulletin company (Liturgical Publications), is no 
longer printing bulletins.  They may still be available 
on our website:  stmarkset.archtoronto.org. (as well 
as past bulletins).  On the top line, click “News and 
Events”, and then select “Bulletin Library” in the drop 
down box.  The home page also has a link to the 
diocesan website on the Covid19 virus:  
www.archtoronto.org/covid19.  In addition, on the 
home page, we have the “Parish Blog”, where you can 
read the homily for that Sunday’s readings (as well as 
previous Sundays).

At a time like this, it can be uncomfortable to talk 
about giving.

$10,000 per month.  We do not receive any funding 
from the diocese.  It will be a challenge for a parish to 
maintain operations without the weekly offertory 
collection.  So we would be grateful if you could 
consider continuing to support our parish. There are 
several ways you can do so at this time:

Then 
click “Your Parish”, select the “Toronto West” 
region, then our parish (St. Mark’s) in the drop 
down menu. You can make a one time or 
recurring contribution to our parish's offertory 
or building fund using your credit card.  (You 
can also go to the diocesan website 
www.archtoronto.org, and click the “Donate 
Now” button in the upper right hand corner, 
and follow the same procedure as above.) 

Thank you for your understanding in these challenging 
times. 

The pandemic crisis has come to us during the season 
of Lent, a time when we are called to draw closer to 
God through prayer, fasting and almsgiving.  We 
have, this year, an especially strong motive to reflect 
on the meaning of life, and our relationship with God 
and one another.  We can feel helpless before such a 
disturbing event.  That is all the more reason to place 
our trust in God and in his divine providence.  God 
loves us more than we can possibly imagine, and he 
will never abandon us, so long as we do not abandon 
him.  That is why we should try to find more time for 
prayer during this Lenten season, to help us through 
this difficult time, doing so with the hope that and 
trust that is so central to our faith.  As Jesus says, 
“Remember, I am with you always, until the end of 
time.” (Mt 28:20)   May God continue to bless you 
and your families.
