 DIVINE MERCY SUNDAY 
     
DIVINE MERCY SUNDAY:  Today, the Second 
Sunday of Easter, is known as Divine Mercy Sunday.  
During the course of Jesus' revelations to Saint 
Faustina on the Divine Mercy, he asked on numerous 
occasions that a feast day be dedicated to the Divine 
Mercy and that this feast be celebrated on the first 
Sunday after Easter. The liturgical texts of this day 
concern the institution of the Sacrament of Penance, 
the Tribunal of the Divine Mercy, and are thus already 
suited to the request of Our Lord. This Feast, which 
had already been granted to Poland, was granted to the 
Universal Church by Pope St. John Paul II on the 
occasion of the canonization of Sr. Faustina on April 
30, 2000: "throughout the world the Second Sunday of  
Easter will receive the name Divine Mercy Sunday, a 
perennial invitation to the Christian world to face, 
with confidence in divine benevolence, the difficulties 
and trials that mankind will experience in the years to 
come."  
Jesus told St. Faustina that this Feast of Mercy would 
be a very special day when "all the divine floodgates 
through which graces flow are opened". (Diary 699) 
Our Lord made a great promise to all those souls who 
would go to Confession and then receive Him in Holy 
Communion on the Feast of Mercy. 
The Divine Mercy image, is displayed in our Church 
above St. Joseph’s chapel.  The image portrays the 
Risen Jesus Christ bringing mercy to the whole world. 
"The two rays denote blood and water. The pale ray 
stands for the water which makes souls righteous. The 
red ray stands for the blood which is the life of souls. 
These two rays issued forth from the very depths of 
My tender mercy when My agonized Heart was 
opened by a lance on the cross. …Happy is the one 
who will dwell in their shelter, for the just hand of 
God shall not lay hold of him." (Diary 299) 
 
LOVE AND MERCY—FAUSTINA:  This is a 
movie which tells the story of the Divine Mercy and 
the mission of Saint Faustina. It sets out to prove that 
Saint Faustina has seen the Lord Jesus indeed, because 
of the similarities of the Divine Mercy image and the 
Turin shroud. The film was shot in the US, Poland and 
Lithuania. It is directed by renowned Polish director 
Michael Kondrat who specialises in Christian films.
