SOLEMNITY OF THE EPIPHANY:  The word 
“Epiphany” comes from the Greek word meaning 
“appearance” or “manifestation”.  Today we honour 
the revelation Our Lord made of himself to the wise 
men, or magi, who, inspired by almighty God, came to 
worship him and gave him presents.  Of the four 
evangelists, only St. Matthew relates the events 
described in today’s Gospel.  He says some “wise 
men” came to Jesus.  He does not name them, but by 
tradition, they have been known as Gaspar, Melchior 
and Balthasar.  Their remains are believed to have 
been taken to Cologne, Germany, and are enshrined in 
the cathedral there. These were the first of the 
Gentiles, that is, the non-Jews, to come to see the 
King of the Jews.  That is really the main point of 
today’s feast.  Our Lord has come as Saviour of all 
peoples, of all nations, of whom the Magi were the 
first to come and worship Our Lord. 
 
BLESSED CHALK ON THE SOLEMNITY OF 
EPIPHANY:  Gold and frankincense was blessed on 
the Feast of the Epiphany in the 15th/16th centuries. 
Blessing of chalk was first introduced in the 18th 
century. This beautiful tradition is carried out in many 
countries, including Poland. The Blessed Chalk is 

used to inscribe the first letters of the names of the 
Magi and the current year (K+M+B 2022) on the front 
door of Catholic homes. Following Mass, a small 
piece of chalk may be taken home and the following is 
said with family and friends gathered at the front door:  
 

Leader: And the Word was made Flesh. 
            All:       And dwelt among us. 
           Leader: May Christ dwell in our midst. 
           All:       Amen.

Friday of January.  After the usual 9:00 a.m. Mass (in 
English), there will be Exposition of the Blessed 
Sacrament until 3:00 p.m.  The Church will reopen at 
6:00 p.m. for Confessions until 6:45 p.m., followed 
by Benediction of the Blessed Sacrament at 7:00 p.m., 
and evening Mass at 7:10 p.m. (in Polish).
