EXERCISING OUR PRIESTLY CALL.  “Beloved: 
let yourselves be built into a spiritual house, to be a 
holy priesthood.” These are the words of St. Peter that 
we find in the second reading today. St. Peter exhorts 
us to see ourselves as priests. The Catechism says “the 
faithful exercise their baptismal priesthood through 
their participation, each according to his own 
vocation, in Christ's mission as priest, prophet, and 
king” (CCC 1546).  
 
What is the primary and essential act that priests 
perform? The answer is simply that priests offer 
sacrifices. …To be an authentic steward is to offer 
our God-given gifts back to God for the good of the 
Church and our parishes. Essentially, it is to sacrifice 
our lives for Christ, just as He sacrificed Himself for 
our salvation. That is why He is the true, high priest 
that we strive to emulate. … “part of what is involved 
here for Catholics is a stewardship of time, which 
should include setting aside periods for family prayer, 
for the reading of Scripture, for visits to the Blessed 
Sacrament, and for attendance at Mass during the 
week whenever this is possible.” Let us conclude this 
reflection by asking ourselves, how well are we living 
up to the call of being part of the royal priesthood of

ARE YOU ABLE TO HOST A UKRAINIAN 
FAMILY? When hearing reports of the war in 
Ukraine, and the millions of Ukrainians that have been 
forced to flee their homeland, many have asked what 
they can do to help. Over 200,000 Ukrainians have 
already arrived in Canada through a special visa 
program created by Immigration Canada. An 
additional 800,000 have applied to the program and 
are expected to arrive in the coming months. Many are 
arriving to Toronto and are without family here in 
Canada to help them. Among those will be some who 
are vulnerable to human trafficking, particularly 
seniors, single women, and women with children. 
There is an immediate need for families to host for a 
period of between one and six months some of those 
who have arrived. If you would like to learn more 
about hosting a Ukrainian family, please go to 
Archdiocese of Toronto - Ukrainian Crisis 
(archtoronto.org) and register for a virtual information 
session.
