Tak to 
prawda, tylko my wiemy, że kilka wierszy wcześniej, w 
innej przypowieści o ziarnie sianym przez siewcę, 
Chrystus mówił, iż ziemia może być różna. Ziarno 
posiane na ziemi żyznej wyda plon, na ziemi skalistej i 
nieprzygotowanej niestety plonu nie wyda. Królestwo
