Stewards on 
the other hand utilize their time and talents to serve 
Christ and His Church.  
 
In order to foster a healthy attitude towards our wealth, it 
is important to view it, and our very lives themselves, as 
a gift from God. It is only then that we can begin to 
move from gratitude to generosity, graciously sharing 
our gifts with others for the glory of God and the
