HOLY SOULS ENVELOPES are available on the 
tables at the back of the Church for those who wish to 
make use of them.  During the month of November, all 
of the Masses (except for the required weekly Sunday 
Mass for the Parishioners) will be offered for the repose 
of the souls of those whose names have been listed on 

the Holy Souls envelopes, which will be kept on the altar 
throughout the month. 
 
VOTIVE CANDLES.  Please remember that the price 
for lighting a large votive candle is $5 each and $1 each 
for the small candles.  Thank you! 
 
NOVEMBER 2, ALL SOULS DAY. We pray today 
for the holy souls in purgatory.  They are not yet in 
heaven.  When they died, they were judged worthy of 
one day entering Christ’s heavenly kingdom.  Yet they 
are in need of purification for the sins which they 
committed which have not yet been forgiven, or for 
which satisfaction has not yet been made.  On the one 
hand they are happy souls because they know that one 
day they will join Our Lord in heaven.  Yet they suffer 
the pain of separation from his kingdom, and the pain for 
their past offences.  But they are helped by the prayers 
we here on earth offer for them, especially on All Souls 
Day and throughout the month of November.  Indeed, 
the Church prays for the souls of the faithful departed at 
every Mass.  On Saturday, November 1, the 5:00 p.m. 
Sunday anticipated Mass will be for All Souls Day, as of 
course will all the Masses on Sunday, November 2. 

Eternal rest grant unto them, O Lord. 
And let perpetual light shine upon them. 

May they rest in peace.  . 
 
CATHOLIC CEMETERIES ALL SOULS’ DAY 
MASS:   Saturday, November 8, 2:00 p.m.  All 
families are invited to participate at the Masses which 
will be held indoors in the cemetery mausoleum. 
 
INDULGENCES.  A plenary indulgence is a grace 
granted by the Catholic Church through the merits of 
Jesus Christ to remove the temporal punishment due to 
sin.  It is not a forgiveness of sin but the remission of 
punishment for sins already forgiven. It may apply either 
to oneself or to souls already in purgatory.  But it cannot 
be applied to another living person.  In order to obtain a 
plenary indulgence the faithful must — in addition to 
being in the state of grace — both have the interior 
disposition of complete detachment from sin (even 
venial sin), have sacramentally confessed their sins, and 
received the Eucharist, and must pray for the intentions 
of the Holy Father (e.g. an Our Father and Hail Mary). 
 
During the All Saints’ octave (November 1 to 8), the 
faithful can obtain a plenary indulgence for the faithful 
departed every day if, in addition to fulfilling the normal 
terms of a plenary indulgence, they devoutly visit a 
cemetery and at least mentally pray for the dead.  The 
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conditions for a plenary indulgence (sacramental 
confession) can be fulfilled a few days before or after 
performing the works to gain the indulgence, but it is 
appropriate that Holy Communion and the prayer for the 
Holy Father’s intentions take place on the same day that 
the work is completed. 
 
NEW LIVING WITH CHRIST SUNDAY MISSALS 
are for sale in the vestibule of the Church for $7.00 each. 
Simply place the money in the offering box on which the 
Missals are displayed.  They come into effect on the 
First Sunday of Advent, November 30.  In addition to 
the Mass prayers and readings for every Sunday, the 
Missals have many other prayers and hymns. 
 

 
The Sacrament of Confirmation will be administered in 
our parish on Saturday, June 13, 2026, at the 5:00 p.m. 
Mass by Bishop Ivan Camilleri, auxiliary regional 
bishop for the western region. Students in Grade 7 or 
older, and any adults who wish to be confirmed should 
attend one of the weekend Masses, and obtain a 
registration form from Fr. Koroway afterwards. The 
form lists the dates of the four preparation meetings the 
candidates and their parents must attend on Saturday 
mornings in the Church.  The deadline for returning the 
registration form is Sunday, November 16.

registered students and their parents will be held in the 
Church on Saturday, November 15, from 10:00 a.m. to
