FIRST FRIDAY:  Friday, June 5 is the First Friday of 
June.  After the usual 9:00 a.m. Mass (in English), there 
will be Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament until 3:00 
p.m. The Church will reopen at 6:00 p.m. for 
Confessions until 6:45 p.m., followed by Benediction of 
the Blessed Sacrament at 7:00 p.m., and evening Mass 
at 7:10 p.m. (in Polish).   
 
SHARE LIFE:  This weekend, the third ShareLife 
collection will take place.  Green envelopes are available 
at the back of the Church for this purpose. 
 
RETIREMENT OF PASTOR:  As was announced 
earlier in the year, now that he has reached the normal 
retirement age of 75, Fr. Koroway will be retiring as 
Pastor on June 24, after nineteen years of service here at 
St. Mark’s.  Fr. Joseph Morawski, CSMA, currently the 
Pastor of St. Teresa in Etobicoke, will be the new Pastor. 
Please remember both the departing and new Pastor in 
your prayers. 
 
Much has been accomplished in St. Mark’s over the past 
nineteen years, thanks to the support and help of our 
parishioners.  Early on, we purchased a new Allen digital 
organ.  Together with our excellent musicians over the 
years, it has enhanced our liturgies and provided us with 
exceptionally fine music.  A new set of English “gold” 
hymnals was purchased, and many of the older “blue” 
ones were rebound.  New speakers were added in the 

Church as well as in the balcony.  New carpet was 
installed in the balcony, as well as new curtains for the 
confessionals. 
 
An accessible Family washroom was installed in the 
vestibule, for the benefit especially of the elderly and 
mothers with small children. Previously parishioners had 
to descend eighteen narrow stairs down to the hall.  Six 
ductless air conditioning units were installed in the 
Church, providing a comfortable environment in the 
summer.  Over the years, three have had to be replaced.  
The whole Church was painted early on as well.  New 
banners and other furnishings for the sanctuary were also 
purchased, as well as professionally designed silk 
flowers.  All of the light bulbs in the Church were 
replaced with energy efficient ones. Similarly new  
outdoor and parking lot bulbs were also installed. 
 
The Church roof was replaced twice over that period, in 
2008 and more recently as well.  Three gates were 
erected for security reasons, as well as eight security 
cameras and a recording device.   
 
Perhaps the biggest single project was our Family of 
Faith elevator addition by the side door, enabling many 
parishioners to attend Mass who otherwise might not 
have been able to do so because of the stairs. 
 
Once again, we thank all those who have generously 
supported our parish over the years, making all these 
improvements possible, and allowing us to have a 
beautiful, well-maintained, and debt-free Church.

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BUILDING A COMMUNITY OF LOVE. This 
Sunday we celebrate the mystery of the Most Holy 
Trinity which is the “central mystery of Christian faith 
and life” (CCC 234). While the Trinity is a mystery our 
mind will never fully grasp we can still glean much 
spiritual fruit through prayerful reflection.  
 
First, we must remember that God is Love (1 John 4:16). 
In order for God to be Love itself, it stands to reason that 
He is “one but not solitary” (CCC 254). This is because 
love requires a lover and a beloved. It is within the 
Trinity that an eternal exchange of Love exists. St. 
Augustine describes in his treaty “On the Trinity” that 
the Father and the Son eternally look at each other with 
pure Love, and this unadulterated love is the Holy Spirit, 
existing for all ages.  

Hence, through reflecting on this mystery we come to 
understand the immense importance of community and 
the sharing of love. As stewards, we are called to imitate 
this divine life of the Trinity. We can do this by living 
with our…fellow parishioners in a community of love. 
Love requires sacrifice and is expressed not just in words 
but in deeds (1 John 3:18). So let us offer up our time 
and talents for the good of our parish and the Church. If 
we strive to create this community of love, we can take 
great consolation in knowing that we are abiding in the 
Trinity, for St. John says “whoever abides in love abides 
in God, and God abides in him” (1 John 4:16).  (Source:
